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Health Requirements for Exhibition of Livestock, Poultry, and Birds at County Fairs, 

4-H and/or FFA Exhibitions 
 No drugs or medicates of any kind may be administered except by the order of the official Fair veterinarian. 
 No unnatural means of providing an animal feed or water, i.e., stomach pump, I.V., etc., will be allowed except by the order of 
the official Fair veterinarian. 
 Quarantined animals or animals from quarantined herds cannot be exhibited. 
 Note: Evidence of warts, ringworm, club lamb fungus, (wool fungus), foot rot, pink eye, abscesses or any other 
contagious or infectious condition will not be allowed on grounds. 

Swine: Swine exhibitor must have a signed affidavit that to the best of his knowledge swine dysentery has not been in evidence 
in his herd for the past 12 months. 

All swine exhibited must be vaccinated for erysipelas by June 15. 
SWINE SHOW IS A TERMINAL SHOW. 
Dogs and Cats: All dogs and cats exhibited must have a current Rabies Certificate. 
Horses: Free of all infectious, contagious or communicable diseases. 
Sheep and Goats: Evidence of scabies, wool loss, foot rot, sore mouth or any other contagious or infectious condition will 

disqualify the animal and/or group and will not be allowed on the grounds.  
All Sheep and Goats (accept wethers) must have scrapie flock tags 
Poultry:  Evidence of lice or mites or any infection or contagious disease makes the individual and/or group ineligible to show. 

All poultry exhibited must come U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks, or have had a negative Pullorum-Typhoid 
test within 90 days of public exhibition and the test must have been performed by an authorized tester. Poultry will need a 
certificate that they have been blood tested before they are brought to the fair.  This includes: domestic fowl - egg and 
meat chickens, turkeys, waterfowl, game birds, exhibition fowl; game birds - includes pheasants; ostriches; rheas; 
cassowaries; and emus. Turkeys under 12 wks. of age or game birds and broilers under 4 months of age (with) 
certification of coming from a U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid clean flock do not have to be tested. Birds that do not need to be 
tested include: finches, budgerigars (parakeets, cockatiels, parrots, etc.), doves and pigeons.  Testing in Franklin County 
will occur the Saturday prior to the fair from 9a.m. to 11a.m. at thee Poultry Barn, Franklin County Fairgrounds. 

 
The decision of the official show veterinarian will be final. 

  
All animals exhibited must have a signed health paper dated within 30 days of the entry and will be checked prior to 
entry on the Fairgrounds. 
 Proper withdrawal times for medications and growth stimulants must be followed for animals going to slaughter.

 2. NO person can act as an awarding committee in any department in which s/he may be directly or indirectly 
interested in the result, as owner, agent or otherwise. 
 3. No animal or article unworthy of premium shall receive one even if there is no competition, nor shall any 
animal or article receive a higher premium than its merit demands in the opinion of the judges. 
 4. No animal shall be allowed to run at large upon the grounds and no animal or vehicle of any kind will be 
allowed upon that part of the grounds set apart for visitors on foot except as are under the control of the Board 
of Directors and law enforcement; and while every precaution will be taken for the safe keeping of the same the 
Fair Association will in no case be responsible for loss or damage that may occur. 
 5. The Fair Association employs security to guard exhibits on the grounds. No liability will be assumed in 
case of theft, breakage or vandalism. 
 6. In all classes premiums will be paid on blue, red or white or first, second or third placing. Purple recognition 
will be used at judges' discretion. 
 7. No non-entered animals or livestock are allowed to be brought on the grounds to be given away or sold. 
 8. An exhibitor, by virtue of his entry and presence at the show, is expected to allow his animals to be used in 
4-H, FFA, or college judging contests if selected by fair officials.

 CODE OF SHOW ETHICS 
Iowa Youth Code of Ethics, ISU Extension 

Youth are expected to be sincere, honest and act in sportsmanlike ways at all times. Youth represent the entire 
program and their behavior reflects on their parents, leaders, club and the entire youth program. All adults 
involved with the youth program, leaders as well as parents, are expected to set positive examples and serve 
as positive role models by what they say and do. Any youth who breaks the code of ethics or allows another 
person (adult or peer) to talk them into violating the code of ethics agrees to forfeit all prizes, awards and 
premiums. The youth may also be prohibited from exhibiting at this and future exhibitions including the Iowa 
State Fair and other county, state or regional exhibitions. 
Youth agree to follow these guidelines: 
1. I will do my own work, appropriate for my age and physical and mental development. This includes research 

and writing of exhibit explanations, preparing exhibits (such as sewing, cooking, refinishing, etc.), care and 
grooming of animals, etc. Adult assistance should help guide and support me, not do it for me. 

2. All exhibits will be a true representation of my work. Any attempt to take credit for other's work, alter the 
conformation of animals, or alter their performance is prohibited. Copyright violation or allowing others to 
complete your exhibit is considered misrepresentation and is prohibited. 

3. I will treat all people and animals with respect. I will provide appropriate care for animals. 
4. I will present exhibits that are safe for consumption. All food exhibits will be safe to exhibit and for judges to 

evaluate. Other exhibits will be safe for judges to evaluate and for exhibition. 
5. All food animals that may be harvested immediately following the show shall be safe for consumers, and 

shall have met all withdrawal times for all medications, and be free of violative drug residue. 
6. If any animal requires medical treatment while at the fair or exhibition, only a licensed veterinarian may 

administer the treatment. All medications that are administered shall be done according to the label 
instructions of the medication used. 
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7. My animal's appearance or performance shall not be altered by any means, including medications, external 
applications and surgical procedures. Any animal that is found to have changed its appearance or its 
performance shall be disqualified from the show, and have penalties assessed against the exhibitor, parent 
and/or guardian by the management of the fair or exhibition. 

8. I will follow all ownership and possession rules and, if requested, will provide the necessary documentation. 
9. I will follow all livestock health requirements for this fair or exhibition, according to the state health 

requirements as printed in the premium book of the fair or exhibition. I will provide animal health certificates 
from a licensed veterinarian upon request from the management of the fair or exhibition. 

10.  By my entering an animal in this fair or exhibition, I am giving consent to the management of the fair or 
exhibition to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances from the animal to be used 
in testing. If the laboratory report on the analysis of any sample indicates a presence of forbidden drugs, 
this shall be evidence such substance has been administered to the animal either internally or externally. It 
is presumed that the sample tested by the laboratory to which it is sent is the one taken from the animal in 
question, its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said collection and preservation, transfer to the 
laboratory and analysis of the sample are correct and accurate and the report received from the laboratory 
pertains to the sample taken from the animal in question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal 
at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on the exhibitor, parent and/or guardian to prove 
otherwise.  

11.  I am responsible for my exhibit and I will not allow others to violate this code on my behalf. By my entering 
an exhibit in this fair or exhibition I will accept any disciplinary action taken by the management of this fair 
or exhibition for any violation of this code of ethics and any other rules of competition of the fair or 
exhibition without recourse against the fair or exhibition. 

12.  I want my exhibit to be an example of how to accept what life has to offer, both good and not so good, and 
how to live with and learn from the outcome.  

13.  I will not be involved in any illegal activities while participating in 4-H or FFA events, including but not 
limited to alcohol, tobacco or drug use. 

I agree to conduct myself in an honest, ethical, and upstanding manner and I understand that disciplinary 
actions will result if these rules are violated. I understand that I am expected to represent the program in a 
positive manner. I have read, understand and agree to follow this code of ethics, and any other rules of 
competition of the Fair or exhibition as printed in its premium book. 
 Attention all livestock exhibitors: You and your p arent or guardian will be required to sign a form 
stating that you have read and understand the IAFE National Code of Show Ring Ethics. It will be due 
along with your entries. Failure to do so will elim inate you and your livestock from the show. THERE 
WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS!!!!!!!! 

Regulations: 
 1. All entries must be made to Fair Office or postmarked by the entry date. Send to Box 442, Hampton, IA 
50441, or stop at the Fair office on or before 4 p.m. entry day.   ABSOLUTELY NO CHANGES AFTER THIS 
DATE. 
 2. No changing of animals in classes from the advanced entry. 
 3. No junior show exhibitors may remain on the grounds overnight, without permission from the Fair Office. 
 4. Only bonafide members of an organized 4-H Club in Franklin County will be permitted to exhibit in the 
Junior Livestock Show. 
 5. All FFA members in good standing from Chapters in the following school districts will be permitted to 
exhibit in the Junior Livestock Show: Hampton-Dumont, CAL, West Fork, AGWSR and Iowa Falls-Alden. 
 6. Only livestock enrolled on project enrollment forms may be shown. A project may be either 4-H or FFA, 
NOT BOTH. Please specify on the entry form which one you are entering. 
 7. All livestock entries must be owned prior to May 16 of the current year, and will be I.D'ed upon arrival at 
the fair. 
 • All livestock must be identified on 4-H-106 form and require parent or guardian signature (4-H & FFA)  All 
livestock I.D. forms must be turned into the Extension Office by 4:30 p.m., May 16, of the current year. 
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According to 4-H Animal and Poultry Identification, Weighing, and Exhibition requirements for County, State 
and Interstate Shows: 
 Ownership Requirements: With the following exceptions, all animals and birds must be owned by the 
exhibitor or in partnership with a family member and identified to an individual exhibitor. 
 Exceptions to ownership: In classes where the primary emphasis of evaluation is the skill level of the 
exhibitor, ownership of the animal is not required however, the exhibitor should take an active role in the care of 
the animal (e.g., horse classes with the exception of conformation classes and dog obedience classes when 
the exhibitor is the trainer). Animals in this category still must be identified on the appropriate form. 
  No cell phones or text messaging devices allowed b y any participants during shows or contests.

When an exhibitor has 
more than one animal in a class, exhibitor must secure another junior exhibitor from Franklin County to show 
for them.

 11. All livestock in the Junior Livestock Show department will display uniform junior exhibit pen signs. Each 
club/chapter may decorate to add the attractiveness of their exhibit.

Wood 
shavings or chips must be used for all animals and will be available on grounds at exhibitor's expense . 
 13. Each exhibitor will clean their pens and stalls bef ore leaving the fair to the satisfaction of the 
superintendent or forfeit all premium money. Pen an d stall cleanings must be placed in the alley in 
front of the respective pens or stalls, or taken to  manure spreaders. 
 14. Health Regulations - See Livestock and Sanitary Regulations 
 15. All livestock exhibitors must have a veterinary issued health paper & a completed vaccination and 
treatment affidavit for their project turned in upon arrival at the fair. 
 16. No changes will be permitted in the body conformati on of any livestock exhibited in the Livestock 
Show Department as stated in the SHOW RING CODE OF ETHICS. 
 17. Exhibitors may not remove livestock from the grounds before 6:00 p.m. on Sunday, July 18. All livestock 
must be off the fairgrounds by 11:00 p.m. on Sunday unless other arrangements are made with department 
superintendent. 
 18. Attention: There will be an exhibitor meeting at 3: 30 p.m. on Wednesday, which all exhibitors are 
expected to attend. 
 19. If an exhibitor wishes to file a complaint for a possible show violation, the person filing the complaint will 
bear the cost, if the accused is found innocent. If the accused is found in violation of show ethics they must stand 
the cost. Appropriate disciplinary action will be taken as stated in rule #10 of the code of ethics. 
 20. FSQA certification is required for all 4-H & FFA members exhibiting Cattle, Swine, Sheep, Dairy, Goats 
(meat or milk), Poultry (egg or production) bucket bottle calves or lambs & Rabbits by May 16.    
 21. PQA certification is required for all FFA members exhibiting Swine, (19years & older) must complete FSQA 
certification by May 15. 
 
Special Awards - Showmanship 
 1. Showmanship awards will be given to exhibitors who participate in the showmanship class prior to the 
judging of each species. 
 2. An exhibitor in 7th grade as of January 1 of the current year and younger will be considered in the junior 
division. An exhibitor in 8th grade thru 10th grade as of January 1 of the current year will be considered in the 
intermediate division. An exhibitor in 11th grade and older as of January 1 of the current year will be considered in 
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the senior division. 
 3. The top Showmanship award winner is eligible for competition in the same division every other year.

Herdsmanship Award 
 1. Herdsmanship Award will be given to the chapter or club having the most attractive and well-kept stalls or 
pens and aisles in each of the Livestock Divisions. 
 2. All chapters and clubs with Beef, Dairy Cow, Sheep, Goat, Rabbit, Poultry and/or Swine entries will 
automatically be entered and judged. Points will be totaled for each species for placing.

Feed boxes, hay, bedding and miscellaneous equipment neatly arranged or 
out of the way. 
 C. Appearance of Animals 30 
Animals cleaned and brushed. Animals securely tied or penned. 
 D. Attendants 10 
Courtesy of members in exhibit area to the public. At least one member in exhibit area to answer questions.

All exhibitors are responsible to read and comply with the Iowa Youth Code of Ethics, Franklin County 
Fair Youth General Exhibit Rules, and all department exhibit class rules and regulations. 
 
 

General Exhibit Rules 
 

1.   All entries with fees must be made to the Fair Of fice, Box 442, Hampton, IA 50441 by or before 
due date, JUNE 17 , and before 4 p.m.  (Exception: Communications, Ho rticulture, and Promote 
Our Commodities) 

 
2.   All exhibitors must be enrolled in an active 4-H club or be a member of an active FFA chapter. Each 

exhibit must be the work of a 4-H or FFA member during the current 4-H/FFA year. The articles may 
have been made for use by someone other than the exhibitor. FFA members may exhibit only in the 
following Departments: 30, 40, 41: Class 620, and 44: Classes 920, 930, & 940, and must follow rules 
listed for those Departments. 

 
3. Exhibits that do not comply with the class description, size guidelines, copyright restrictions, safety 

and approved methods will be disqualified and not put on public display.  
 
4. If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate what was learned: 

·  Posters may not exceed 24” x 36” in size.  
·  Chart boards, graph boards, project presentation boards, model displays, etc., may not exceed 

48” x 48” in size. Maximum size is determined by measuring the flat (unfolded) dimensions.  
·  Display boxes may not exceed 28" x 22" in height or width and 12" in depth.   

 
5. Endangered and threatened plants and animals (includes insects), or songbird feathers and nests 

may NOT be used in any exhibit. 
 
6. Copyrighted materials and designs may not be used in an exhibit that is presented as original work by 

the exhibitor. Exhibitors must include permission from the copyright holder/owner when using 
copyrighted materials. Exhibitors must give proper credit to the original source of all materials/designs 
used in exhibits. (See also special rules for Visual Arts and general copyright information for 4-H’ers.) 
 

7. The exhibitor’s goal and applicable exhibit standards will form the basis of the evaluation process.  
Evaluation criteria will include demonstrated learning, workmanship and techniques, and general 
appearance and design. Deserving exhibits in all classes will be rated as a blue, red, or white ribbon 
quality.  
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8. Each member will be asked to bring their exhibits to the judge at the club's designated time for a 
conference.  A written explanation, audio recording, or video re cording is to be included as 
part of each exhibit.  (Not required for Challenge classes.)The exhibitor should respond briefly to the 
following questions about the exhibit: 
·  What did you plan to learn or do? (What was your exhibit goal(s)?) 
·  What steps did you take to learn or do this? 
·  What were the most important things you learned? 

 
***Check for additional requirements in exhibit cla sses for food and nutrition, 

photography, and visual art classes. 
 
9.   All judges’ decisions are final. 4-H Exhibitors who have completed the 5th grade and have not 

graduated from high school before 2011 will be eligible to have their exhibits considered for State 
Fair. 

 
10. Outstanding Junior Awards will be given to those deserving exhibits of 4th graders. 
      Members who have exhibits selected as Outstanding Junior and State Fair will meet in the          4-H 
Exhibits Building at 4 p.m. Saturday. Please wear a clean 4-H shirt and nice jeans or shorts. 
 
11.  No premiums will be paid until after the Fair. 
 
12.  There is no limit to the number of entries per lot. 
 
13.   Each item in an exhibit must be securely labeled, including the name of the county, class        
number, and exhibitor’s name.   
 
14.  All exhibits will be released from the 4-H Exhibi ts Building from 5:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. 
the last day of Fair or forfeit premiums. 
 
15.  The Franklin County Fair Board and Franklin County 4-H Organization will use diligence to ensure 
the safety of articles entered for exhibition after their arrival and placement.  However, they will not be 
responsible for damage or loss by accident, fire, theft, etc.

Class 886  Extemporaneous Speaking Program 
 
Extemporaneous Speaking Rules 
1. Participants must be senior 4-H’ers - completed 9th through 12th grade (or that equivalent). 
2. Program format: 

a. Thirty minutes before the program, each participant will draw three of the available topics, 
selecting one to speak on.  
·  The selected topic will not be available to the other participants in the speaker’s assigned 

room.  The general nature of the topics will relate to 4-H.  The other two topics drawn but not 
chosen will be returned to the available topics for the other participants. 

b. A preparation room is to be used with one participant per speaking site admitted initially and one 
additional participant per speaking site admitted each 10 minutes as the program progresses. A 
participant may not leave the preparation room until it is time to speak, nor may a participant 
receive help from a parent, leader, other adult or any other youth. A program official will assist 
participants with the time requirements. 

c. All reference material will be screened by a program official on the following basis: 
·  Participant may bring his/her own books, magazines or newspaper clippings for reference 

during the thirty minutes of preparation. 
·  Reference material must be printed material such as books or magazines (cannot be notes, 

outlines or speeches prepared by the participant or by another person for use in this program. 
·  Some relevant reference material will be available in the preparation room. This material will 

consist of historical material related to the 4-H program. 
d. Each speech shall be the result of the 4-H’ers own efforts using approved reference material that 

a participant may bring to the preparation room.  No other assistance may be provided.  Plain 
3”x5” note cards will be provided for each participant in the preparation room.  If notes are used, 
the 3”x5” note cards provided must be used in delivering the speech.   

e. Only notes made during the preparation period may be used. 
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f. Each speech shall be not less than four but no more than six minutes with five minutes additional 
time allowed for related questions, which shall be asked by the judge. The participant will be 
shown time cards in an ascending order (1, 2, 3, 4, 5) by the time keeper. “Stop” will be said at six 
minutes. 

g. The program timekeeper will introduce each participant by name and the county he/she 
represents. The participant will be expected to introduce his/her speech by title only. 

h. Participants are not permitted to use any props, gadgets, posters or audiovisuals of any sort. A 
podium not will be available. 

3. Speeches will be evaluated using the following criteria: 
a. Content related to topic. 
b. Knowledge of the subject. 
c. Organization of material. 
d. Power of expression. 
e. Voice. 
f. Stage presence. 
g. General effect. 
h. Response to questions. 

4. A judge’s critique/conference with each participant will be included as a part of the program.

1/3 cup butter   1/8 teaspoon salt 
2 eggs    2/3 cup sugar 
1 cup all-purpose flour 1 teaspoon vanilla 
1 teaspoon baking powder 1/3 cup buttermilk or sour milk* 
1/4 teaspoon baking soda 
 
Let butter and eggs stand at room temperature for 30 minutes.  *To make sour milk: Place 1 teaspoon 
lemon juice or vinegar in a 1-cup glass measure.  Add enough milk to equal 1/3 cup.  Let stand for 5 
minutes before using.  Line twelve 2 ½ inch muffin cups with paper baking cups; set aside.  In a medium 
bowl stir together flour, baking powder, baking soda, and salt; set aside. 
  
Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.  In a large mixing bowl beat butter with an electric mixer on medium to 
high speed for 30 seconds.  Add sugar and vanilla.  Beat on medium to high speed about 2 minutes or 
until light and fluffy, scraping sides of bowl as necessary.  Add eggs, one at a time, beating until 
combined after each addition. Alternately add flour mixture and buttermilk or sour milk to butter mixture, 
beating on low speed after each addition just until combined. 
 
Spoon batter into prepared muffin cups, filling each about half full. Bake for 18 to 20 minutes or until a 
wooden toothpick inserted in the centers comes out clean.  Cool in muffin cups on a wire rack for 5 
minutes.  Remove cupcakes from muffin cups and cool completely on wire rack.

Rules: 
 1. Show is open to residents of the state of Iowa only. Acts must appear in a locally sponsored show 
somewhere in the state of Iowa and WIN to be eligible to compete at the Iowa State Fair. Judge's 
decisions are final. 
 2. Sprouts - Children 2 years through 12 years of age 
  Seniors - Anyone 13 years through 21 years of age 
 A person's age for the Iowa State Fair competition is determined at the time they win a local show. A 
12-year-old (or 21-year-old) could turn 13 (or 22) by State Fair and still be eligible in the sprout (or senior) 
division, as they met age requirements at the time of qualification. 
 3. Sprout acts will be permitted to have ONE performe r who is 13 years old only.  If a performer 
in a sprout act turns 13 before the State Fair, thu s making the sprout act have two or more 13 year 
olds, that act will automatically become a Senior a ct.  Any performer who is 14 years or older will 
not be allowed to perform in a Sprout act.  
 4. Acts must attempt to keep the performance as close to three minutes as possible. Acts running 
longer than three minutes are subject to possible disqualification or point deduction. Set up time is not 
included.  Please try to limit set-up time to one minute. 
 5. No more than five (5) persons are allowed in an act. Piano accompanist is NOT included in an act and 
may be any age. No more than three accompanists permitted per act. Drums, amps, etc. are discouraged 
due to the one-minute set up time. NO combos, rock bands or similar musical group permitted. 
 6. Acts are asked not dance onto or off the stage. After introductions, you may take any position you 
wish to begin your performance. 
 7. Vocalists are strongly encouraged to practice and p erform with the assistance of a vocal 
coach and/or a live accompanist.  We understand tha t live accompanists are expensive and 
sometimes very difficult to obtain for some perform ers.  We will allow prerecorded 
accompaniment with multiple instrumentation.  Any p rerecorded tape with backing vocals is not 
allowed and the act will de disqualified. 
 8. Contestants may appear only once in any given show. They may not perform "solo" and then return 
in the same show in a duet or trio. Contestants are allowed to perform in different acts in different shows, 
but they may only quality for the State Fair Show with one act. 
 9. Professionals are NOT permitted to compete. This includes Union musicians and anyone whose 
principal source of income is from their talent. Compensation for performing at weddings, etc. does not 
constitute principal source of income. 
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Competition at the Iowa State Fair  
 

·  Preliminary rounds:  First 7 days 

·  Semi Finals: Days 8, 9 and 10 

·  Championship show: Day 11 
 

Semi-Finalists:  Semi-finalists from last year's Iowa State Fair Talent Search are automatically 
qualified for the next State Fair competition.  You do not have to re-qualify for next year's show by 
winning a local level show, but are encouraged to compete at local shows.  If you win a local level 
show, you are entitled to the prize money, but you must inform the Master of Ceremonies that you 
have already qualified for the State Fair.  The second place winner will then be able to advance to the 
State Fair competition.  Remember you are entitled to the first place prize money. 
 
Birthdays and Semi-Finalists :  Semi-finalists returning the following year will perform in the division 
for their current age.  Example, if a 12 year old makes the semi-finals in the Sprout division, and they 
turn 13 by the next State Fair they will be placed in the Senior Division. 
 

Sprout Division Champions :  There will be 6 Sprout Champions showcased in the Championship 
Show.  All Sprout Champions in the Sprout division must sit out one year of competition.  They also 
must re-qualify when returning after the one-year absence, and be 12 years old or less. 
 

Senior Division Championship :  There will be 9 finalists in competition.  All finalists in the Senior 
Division must sit out one year.   They also must re-qualify when returning after the one-year absence, 
and be 21 years old or less.  The "Grand Champion" of the Senior division is no longer allowed to 
compete at the State Fair Talent Show. 

 

"The only exception to the one-year absence will be for Sprout division champions who were 12 years old 
when they won.  They do not have to sit out a year and are automatically qualified for the next Sate Fair.  
They will however be competing in the Senior division.  It is highly recommended that they compete at the 
local level as a Senior to get a feel for the older division. 
 

All divisions  must qualify within the age requirement.  For example, if you are 21 and don't qualify before 
you are 22 you are ineligible, or if you are a Sprout and don't qualify before you are 12 you will compete in 
the Senior division. 
  

 10. You will need name, complete address, birth date, age, Social Security number, phone number 
(include area code), and type of talent. Multiple acts need one member to act as a contact person with all 
information going through them. Additional members of the act need only birth date, age, and town. 
 

 11. Entries in each division limited to first 12 applicants with area residents receiving priority until June 
24 of current year, all other applicants that submit applications will be entered on a first come first serve, 
basis after June 24, of current year.
